	Partnership Performance Report
· Carol Rooke: Highlighted details of letter from Dick Oldfield from GOSE about delivery of PSA1 Crime Reduction and the new PSAs. Letter has been circulated to panel members.
· Hants Fire: Report from Kevin Evenett from Hants Fire-Handout circulated to panel members. Overall low figures for Test Valley. This will be Kevin’s last meeting so someone will be replacing him. Thank you to Kevin for his commitment to the Board.
