Using the NI 186 Data
The most up to date data on National Indicator 186 (per capita reduction in CO2 emissions in the Local Authority area) is available from the Department of Energy and Climate Change website: http://www.decc.gov.uk/en/content/cms/statistics/climate_change/gg_emissions/uk_emissions/2007_local/2007_local.aspx.  At the time of writing, the spreadsheet containing the data was available from this website by clicking on the link “Local and regional CO2 emissions estimates for 2005-2007”.The figures to date have been updated annually but are behind by two years, the 2007 data was published in September 2009 with some amendments in November 2009.

The spreadsheet contains are two worksheets with NI186 data (and an introduction page) – the first provides detailed information and the second provides a summary. The data is sorted on the basis of region, then local authority (regional totals are at the bottom of the section for each region and there is a UK total at the bottom of the spreadsheet). Within both worksheets, Test Valley can be found starting at row 912.
Within the summary worksheet, NI 186 figures are provided for 2005, 2006 and 2007. The final column on this sheet gives the per capita emissions for the year. This worksheet also contains the total carbon dioxide emission figure for each year with a broad level break down into categories including residential and transport emissions.

The detailed worksheet provides data for the same three years. Within this worksheet, the carbon dioxide emissions are broken down into more detailed topics (based on the categories included within the summary table).
